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HISTORY

The Moritani Scholarship Foundation made its formal start in
November 1972 commemorating the 70th anniversary of
Moritani & Co., Ltd. Registered as a public utility corporation,
the Foundation has since strengthened its standing, being
donated personal assets from the late Messrs. Masatoshi
Moritani and Ichiro Moritani, 2nd and 3rd presidents of
Moritani & Co., Ltd.

In 1983, the Foundation's active business saw meaningful
expansion by commencing, beside the scholarship awards,
subsidizing worthy research studies and offering contributions
to selected projects. In 1993, the Foundation further enlarged
its activities by embarking on Special Purpose Grants as a
part of its overall Scholarship Grants.

Following the amendment of laws relating to the public utility
corporation system, the former Foundation's duties trans-
ferred to the general incorporated foundation Moritani
Scholarship Foundation in April 2013.

OBJECTIVES AND OPERATION

1. SCHOLARSHIP GRANTS
(A) REGULAR GRANTS
OBJECTIVES

To help bring up and send out to society persons of
promise by offering grants of scholarship assistance to
qualified students of senior high schools, universities and
such, located in Tokyo, who are of excellent scholastic
accomplishment, of good conduct, but find themselves in
need of economic assistance. Students of such learning
institutions located outside of Tokyo are also eligible if
they reside in Tokyo.

The scholarships are open to foreign as well as Japanese
students, and will cover the normal period of study
ending upon graduation.

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(B SPECIAL PURPOSE GRANTS

OBJECTIVES
To help undergraduate and graduate students who either
reside in Tokyo, or are enrolled in universities located in
Tokyo to meet an oversize outlay accruing from special
events such as publication of research works and pursuit
of graduation projects, so as to promote arts and sciences.

OPERATIONS
Awards scholarships, amounting to ¥1,440,000 per appli
cation.

2. SUBSIDIZING OF RESEARCH WORK
AND OFFERING OF CONTRIBUTIONS

OBJECTIVES

To support, with subsidies, researchers in their studies in
the field of natural, humane or applied sciences; and to
provide monetary contributions to deserving commemora-
tive projects, thereby to promote arts and sciences. Only
research studies and commemorative projects that are
conducted in or undertaken by universities or other insti-
tutions in Tokyo may be considered for the support
grants.

OPERATIONS

1) Subsidizing of research work ---¥1,200,000 per annum.

2) Offering of contributions ---¥50,000 per member student
of this Foundation, paid to universities based on their
formal solicitation.

(A} REGULAR GRANTS

APPLICATION PROCEDURES

REQUIREMENTS

To qualify for the scholarships, the applicants must be

students of senior high schools, universities, etc., who:-

@ Either reside in Tokyo, or are enrolled in such institu-
tions that are located in Tokyo.

@ Prove to be of excellent scholastic accomplishment, and
of good conduct, but are in difficulty of meeting their
school expenses.

No requests by telephone are accepted.

@ Application papers must be obtained via school.

@ Application papers must be sent via school.

@ Application papers will not be returned.

® All inquiries must show the applicant’s name, address
and school.

Copy of resident card (Applies only to Tokyo residents
who are enrolled in schools located outside Tokyo).

@ The result of document screening is mailed to each school
in the middle of June.

@ Interviews are held toward the end of June.

@ The result of interviews is mailed to each applicant and
school in the beginning of July.

APPLICATION PROCEDURES

NATURE OF THE PROGRAM

The program does not purport to subsidize high-tech
development projects or large-scale research work. The
program rather aims itself at more basic type research in
fields that may not be publicly highlighted but nevertheless
are thought to be of value.

ELIGIBLE FIELDS (THEMES)

1. Natural science, especially basic research on animals and
plants.

2. Basic research in technology.

3. Basic research on social problems, environment, welfare,
ete.

4. Investigative research in cultural sciences.

REQUIREMENTS
Individual researchers who either are registered with uni-
versities or research institutions in Tokyo, or who are resi-
dents of Tokyo, as follows:
Applicants need to be under 40 years of age.

NECESSARY PAPERS AND RULES
@D Application on the designated form with all required
information.
@ Written recommendation by the dean, a director of labo-
ratory or supervising professor. Only one application per
person making the recommendation.

NUMBER OF SUBSIDIES
Up to 10 annually.

TIME OF APPLICATION
Papers are sent out to universities in early September each
year. Applications are accepted till late-December.

SCREENING
@ Successful applicants are chosen by Chairman of the
Foundation, following evaluation by the screening board
based on submitted papers and interviews.
@ The result of screening will be mailed to each applicant
and university toward the middle of March.
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NOTES TO RECIPIENTS

PAYMENT OF SUBSIDIES

@ In principle, subsidies will be paid in two or more
installments.

@ Prior to the second and later installments, each
recipient is requested to file a progress report with the
Foundation.

FILING OF REPORTS REQUIRED

@ Written report on the use of the subsidy.

@ Written report on the completed research work
(e.g. abstract of papers or speeches covering the subject
research work).
